I have taken an excerpt out of our Lifelong Qualities 

document from LEA (Lutheran Education Australia), 

to share how we explain the value of Justice.  

ôJustice (integrity, honesty, truthfulness, honour, 

veracity, uprightness, fairness é) Through genuine 

concern, and the developing of a conscience for 

the rights and wellbeing of everyone in the human 

family, justice focuses as much on understanding 

and responding to the reasons for suffering and injustices as it does on responding to unjust 

conditions. It requires integrity between beliefs, words, and actions. It may necessitate taking a 

stand and acting with courage. Isaiah 26:7 -8, Romans 12, Matthew 5:7, Ephesians 2:1 -5, 

Jeremiah 23:5 -6, Job 8:3 -7éõ 

Sometimes this value can be a challenge as younger children 

often see justice and injustices through their eyes only and how it 

affects them.  At St Johnõs we endeavour to help students to see 

situations through othersõ views, words and actions. As an IB 

school we work together to develop this value as it is not always 

as clear cut as right or wrong.

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Whatõs happening in 

  CCTé.. 

The focus in Foundation, Year 

One and Year Two this term 

has been on safely using digital 

technology. The students have 

been learning when it is safe to 

share online and when it is not 

safe. We have been talking 

about what should be shared 

and what should not be 

shared. Another discussion has 

been around what might 

happen if we are not 

balanced and spend all of our 

spare time using digital 

technology. The students have 

been learning how to upload a 

range of different content to a 

safe online space, Seesaw.  

The Years Three, Four and Five students began Term One inquiring 

into peripheral devices, a device that connects to and works with 

a computer in some way. Students learnt how to connect the 

iPads to the computer in order to download images from the 

camera roll to save or to print (the printer being another 

peripheral device). The students then went on to inquire into the 

technology used to produce food in Australia and around the 

world. Venn diagrams and tables were used to compare the 

technology used in rice growing and banana growing. It was very 

interesting to see the wide range of technology used around the 

world.  

The Year Six and Seven class has been inquiring into the 

transmission of data in wired versus wireless connections. The 

students have been finding out how a network and Wi -Fi works 

and the advantages/disadvantages of each. Air drop has 

been a technique learnt to transmit images wirelessly through 

the iPads and the schoolõs network has been utilised to collate 

and share data. The students have been investigating user 

interfaces and are now designing their own user interfaces.
