Swimming Lessons 

Over the last week students have been participating in 

swimming lessons with instructors Mrs Lara Hepner and Mrs 

Kathy Cluse.  We were very lucky to have mainly warm 

weather, with only a couple of cooler days.  Students are to 

be commended on their efforts and attitude.  All students 

worked hard to improve their skills in the water with water 

safety and stroke development.  It has been wonderful to see 

improvement from many students over the winter break and during lessons.  Many have been very 

courageous trying things they werenõt too sure about and to see the delight in their eyes when they 

achieve something is a pleasure to watch.  Some of the skills students have been working on include:  

¶ Floating ð with or without aids.  

¶ Strokes including Freestyle, Backstroke, Breaststroke and the survival strokes.  The younger students 

focussed on feet and hand movement with an aid, whilst the older students perfected their skills.  

¶ Diving skills ð these ranged from òDuck Divesó in the water to sitting and standing dives for the 

older students.  

¶ Rescue skills ð being rescued and using the correct signals when in trouble and rescuing other 

people.  

For some of our younger students it was a great achievement getting them to put their heads and 

faces under water and feeling confident.  

We thank Steve and Lee Wegner, the swimming pool convenors, for keeping the water so warm for us.   

A big thank you to Mr Richard Crouch for driving the student to and from the pool, to the many parent 

helpers and Mrs Denholm and Mrs Verco who helped out in the water when needed.
